Interviews:
Semi-finalists will be notified by Monday April 27, 2026. Interviews will be
held on Thursday May 6, 2026.

Evaluation Criteria:
Equal weight will be given to the application responses and the essay. The
application should reflect high scholarship, moral character, and strong
involvement in school and community activities. In addition to addressing the essay
prompt, the essay will be evaluated on style, originality, creativity, and critical
thinking.

Award Schedule:
Notification of the scholarship recipients will be made by Friday May 8, 2026. The
scholarship recipient and a family member of his or her family will be invited to attend the
Thursday, May 21st, noon meeting of The Rotary Club of Greater Clark County held at
Cascadia Tech Academy.
